Shaken Baby Syndrome 

Shaken baby syndrome occurs when an infant or small child is violently shaken, creating a motion 

that injures the head and spine. This can cause life threatening injuries, brain damage or death. 

Awareness of the causes and dangers of shaking is the key element in preventing shaken baby 

syndrome. The National Center on Shaken Baby Syndrome offers these suggestions for parents 

and caregivers caring for a crying baby: 

¶ Make sure the baby is not hungry or doesnôt need to be burped or changed. 

¶ Sing or talk to the baby. 

¶ Offer the baby a pacifier. 

¶ Hold the baby against your chest and gently massage the baby. 

¶ Rock, walk or dance with the baby. 

¶ Take the baby for a ride in a stroller or car ride. 

¶ Call someone and take a break. 
Check for signs of illness and call your doctor if the baby seems ill.

Compliance came about because of the exorbitantly high prices 

the Department of Defense was paying for supplies (you may 

remember the late night talk shows joking about the $200 ham-

mer and $500 toilet seats) so the Inspector General came up 

with voluntary self-regulatory guidelines which later was adopted 

by the Department of Health and Human Services.  The guide-

lines safeguard an organizationõs legal responsibility to abide by 

all applicable laws and regulations that it operates under.  Other 

benefits include the ability to 

¶  Demonstrate to employees and community the organiza-

tionõs commitment to good corporate conduct 

¶ Identify and prevent criminal and unethical conduct 

¶ Improve the quality of patient care 

¶ Create a centralized source of information on health care 

regulations 

¶ Develop a mechanism for reporting 

¶ Develop procedures that allow the prompt, thorough investi-

gation of alleged misconduct 

¶ Initiate immediate and appropriate corrective action 

¶ Reduce the organizationõs exposure to civil damages and 
penalties, criminal sanctions and administrative remedies, 

such as program exclusion. 

In other words, the Office of Inspector General expects an organ-

ization (LCHD) to follow all the laws and policies set forth by CMS 

(Medicare and Medicaid) and Department of Health and Human 

Services and LCHD must have a system to report (Suggestion 

boxes/800 number) and a group (Compliance committee) to 

monitor, investigate, report and suggest action about any type of 

misconduct whether it be intentional or not.
